Bob Burger Inducted Into CoSIDA 
Academic All-American Hall of Fame 
Congratulations to Greater Cincinnati Club member Bob Burger on 
his induction into the College Sports Information Directors of America 
(CoSIDA) Academic All-America Hall of Fame. Bob, an offensive lineman 
for the Irish from 1977-80, was inducted at the annual CoSIDA workshop 
on July 5, 2006 in Nashville, Tenn. 

Burger becomes the fifth Notre Dame graduate to be inducted to the Hall of 
Fame, joining former football players Robert Thomas (a 1996 inductee), Dave 
Casper (1993), and Joe Theismann (1990), along with men’s basketball player 
John Paxson, who was a member of last year’s class. Burger’s induction also ties 
Notre Dame with UCLA for the most members of the Hall of Fame at five. 

Burger was a first team Academic All-America selection as a starting offensive 
guard for the Irish in 1980. Burger walked on to the team in 1977 to be a 
part of that season’s national championship, before monogramming from 
1978-80 and receiving a scholarship his junior and senior years. 

In addition to being named an Academic All-American in ‘80, Burger won 
the National Dolly Cohen Award from the National Football Foundation 
for football scholar athlete-of-the-year and Notre Dame’s Byron V. Kanaley 
Award for the “senior monogram athletes who have been most exemplary as 
both students and leaders.” Burger received a National Football Foundation 
& Hall of Fame Scholarship to attend the University of Cincinnati College of 
Medicine, from which he graduated in the top third of his class in 1985.

Chile: Prioritizing your Pace 
A far cry from the ND football spirit, Chile is where I spent approximately 
150 days improving my Spanish, cheaply traveling South America, teaching 
computational skills to impoverished women, and, somewhere on the side, 
studying for “La Católica” which is what we affectionately called our exclusive 
Santiago University. 

Joined by 25 other Domers, we left in early February for Chile and spent 
the first 21 days in the “campo,” which is the rural country where life rolls 
at its own rhythm. In the town of Linares we stayed in a dusty retreat center 
surrounded by the Andes Mountains with the objective of improving our 
Chilean Spanish (which is very distinctive from any other Spanish – in fact 
they call it “castellano”). We spent some time living with Chilean families 
who worked the “campo” and, in experiencing some of their everyday 
difficulties (e.g. no plumbing), we realized the abundance of blessings we have 
received. In Santiago, we discovered the warm Chilenos, distinctive red wine, 
never-ending nightlife and the issue of their highly segregated population. 
During my time there, socialist female President Michelle Bachelet was 
elected into office and over half a million students went on strike for student 
rights throughout the entire country. 

So between dancing the tango in Buenos Aires and climbing a 10,000 ft active 
volcano in the south of Chile, the “gringo” (American) in me jumped from 
one adventure to the next. Of course, I return to the United States having 
learned one of many important lessons from the Chileans: to not only spend 
time on people but to truly spend time with them. Although the Chileans may 
not sprint through life as fast as ND’s Darius Walker they certainly do enjoy 
life at a pace that prioritizes those individuals who matter most.
